Bu sayimizda yer alan makalelerden ilkinin yillar 6nce Balikesir Necatibey Egitim Fakiiltesinde
gorev yaptigim zaman diizenledigim bir Halkbilimi Sempozyumuna Serpil Aygiin Cengiz ile
birlikte katilarak ilk bildirisini sunan Prof. Dr. Cigdem Kara'ya ait olmasi, zaman yansimalar1
acisindan kisisel bir mutlulugun da gostergesi oldu. Kendisine dergi adina tesekkiir ediyor,
basarili ¢alismalarinin devamuini diliyorum. Kara, Eski Teknikler Yeni Zincirler: Nesin ve
Gaimandan Yalanlama ve Formiil Masallar adli makalesinde sozlii kiiltiirdeki masal
unsurlarinin Aziz Nesin ve Neil Gaiman'in yaratilarindaki yansimalarini ele aliyor. Yine bu
sayida Anastasiia Zherdieva-Leyla Cigdem Dalkili¢in Oguz Tansel'in masallarindaki benzer
durumu irdelemeleri, ilging bir rastlantiyla birbirlerini tamamlar nitelikte gériinmekte. Kokii
ok eskilere dayanan folklor-edebiyat iliskilerine ilgi duyan okur ve arastirmacilar igin yarar

saglayacak kaynaklari sunmaktan mutluyuz.

Prof. Dr. Tiilin Arseven, unutulmus bir roman diye nitelendirdigi Kemal Ragip Enson’un (1895-
1954) Bir Liranin Basindan Gegenler... adl1 yapitin1 Georg Lukacs'in roman kurami ve estetik
lizerine One stirdiigii gorisler, ozellikle de biitiinliigiini yitirmis modern diinyanin gergekligi
sorunu dogrultusunda irdeledi.

Dergimizin Kibris
merkezli olmas: dolayisiyla, adamizin kiiltiir, edebiyat, halkbilimi vb. alanlarindaki tiriinlere
ozel bir sempati duydugumuzu vurgulamak isteriz. Bu baglamda Prof. Dr. Betiil Mutludan
Edebiyat Tarihiyle Elestirinin Swmirlarinda Bir Oncii Eser: Kibris Tiirk Edebiyatinda Sosyal
Konular bashkli makaleyi aldigimizda mutlu olduk. Kendisiyle uzun yillara dayanan
dostlugumuzun oldugu merhum kiiltiir insani, degerli edebiyat¢i Ali Nesim’in makale
basliginda vurgulanan eserinin irdelendigi ¢aligmada, Kibris Tiirklerinin kiiltiir mirasinin

sosyal konular merkezinde ele alindigini goriiyoruz.

Harita/haritacilik ve siir iligkileri kapsaminda ilging bir makaleye imza atan Dr. Ali Ozkan
Cakarlar, tizerinde siirli ¢aligmanin bulundugu konuya yabanci kaynaklardaki sanatsal
yaratilar odaginda irdelemeler yapmakta. Haritalarin, edebiyat alaninda, 6zellikle de siirde
imge, egretileme ya da simge olarak kullanilmasini 6rneklendiren Cakirlar, bu baglamda
haritalarin edebiyatla iliskileri kapsamindaki ¢esitli islevlerine deginmekte, sairlerin imgelem
evrenlerinde haritalarin islevine deginmektedir. Makale iizerinde kendisiyle yaptigim
goriismelerde bu yaklagimin Tiirk siiri odaginda yapilmasinin gerekliligini de, yeni ¢aligmalar

tiretilmesi umuduyla vurgulamak isteriz.

tesvik edici bu galigmada, zengin dil malzemesi bulunmaktadir.

Feray Jacky Baskin'in Entegrasyontegration Through Naming Practices among Women of Turkish
Origin in Northeastern France baslikli makalesi, Fransada oldukga genis bir alana yayilmis olan
Tiirk gogmenler ve onlarin soyundan gelenler i¢in isim verme pratiklerini irdeleyerek ev sahibi
topluma entegre olmanin kiiltiirel boyutlarini ele aliyor. Adbilim ve kiiltiirel degisimler alaninda

belli bir merkezdeki olgular: ele alan makalenin kilavuz niteliginde olabilecegi goriistindeyim.

Bu sayimizda her konuda her zaman yanimizda olup desteklerini esirgemeyen sevgili dostum
Prof. Dr. Serpil Aygiin Cengiz'in Ahmet Atay’la yaptig1 otoetnografi merkezli séylesi, alanla
ilgilenenlere 6nemli katkilar saglayacak bir niteliktedir.

The first article in this issue belongs to Prof. Dr. Cigdem Kara, who together with Serpil Aygiin Cengiz
many years ago participated in a Folklore Symposium and presented her first paper. The Folklore
Symposium was organized by me while I was working at the Faculty of Education of Balikesir
University. I would like to thank her on behalf of our journal and wish her continued success. Her
article in this issue titled "Old Techniques New Chains: Denial and Formula Tales from Nesin and
Gaiman". In the article, Kara discusses the reflection of elements of fairy tales in oral culture in the
work of Aziz Nesin and Neil Gaiman. Likewise, Assistant Professor Dr. Anastasiia Zherdieva and
Associate Prof. Dr. Leyla Cigdem Dalkili¢'s analysis of a similar situation in Oguz Tansel's tales seems
intriguingly complementary. We are pleased to present articles that will bu useful to readers and

researchers interested in folklore-literary relations with long-standing roots.

Prof. Dr. Tiilin Arseven analyzed Kemal Ragip Enson's (1895-1954) novel "Series of Events of One

Lira..." categorized as a forgotten novel, within the framework of Georg Lukacs' views on the theory
and aesthetics of the novel, and especially on the problem of the reality of a modern world that has
lost its integrity. We expect this article to attract the attention of those interested in methodological
aspects of novel analysis. Since our journal based in Cyprus, we would like to emphasize that we are
particularly sympathetic to articles in the filed of our island’s culture, literature, folklore, etc.
Therefore, we were delighted to receive Prof. Dr. Betiil Mutlu’s article titled "Pioneering Work on the
Boundaries of Literary History and Criticism: Social Issues in Turkish Cypriot Literature." The study,
which examines the work of the late cultural activist and valuable literary critic Ali Nesim, with whom

we had a long friendship, places the Turkish Cypriot cultural heritage at the center of social issues.

Dr. Ali Ozkan Cakarlar’s article, exploring the relationship between maps/cartography and poetry,
examines the limitedly explored subject through artistic creations in foreign sources. Cakirlar
exemplifies the use of maps as images, metaphors, or symbols in literature, particularly in poetry, and
highlights their various functions within the context of literature need for such an approach in the

study of Turkish poetry. We look forward to the emergence of more research in this direction.

Associate Prof. Dr. Turgay Kabak, who specializes in folklore and local gastronomy, in his article on
the rich culinary culture of the Silifke district, discusses how traditional culinary heritage can be

rationally utilized in tourism.
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Associate Prof. Dr. Yilmaz Irmak and Dr. Sait Sayar are dealing with the heritage of "diizgiicii" (local
wordsmith), which has not received much attention in the field of folk literature. Working at the
Mehmet Gonen center, the researchers have processed sources that have not been processed before
and classified them. This work not only encourages the discovery of unknown individuals'

contributions across Anatolia but also offers a wealth of linguistic materials.

Feray Jacky Baskin's article titled "Integration Through Naming Practices among Women of Turkish
Origin in Northeastern France," examines the cultural aspects of integration into the host society by
analyzing the naming practices of Turkish immigrants and their descendants that are widespread in

France. This article could serve as a guiding resource in anthropology and cultural exchange.

The interview focusing on autoethnography conducted by my dear friend Prof. Dr. Serpil Aygiin
Cengiz with Ahmet Atay is a significant contribution, offering valuable insights for those interested in

this field. Conducting such interviews in English would enhance their accessibility to a wider audience.

The tribute to the late Prof. Dr. Metin And, one of the greatest scholars in traditional and modern
theater in our country, continues in this issue with an article by Associate Prof. Dr. Pinar Kasapoglu.
The conference entitled "Understanding Metin And" was held on December 5, 2023, at the DTCF
Muzaffer Goker Hall with the participation of Professor Dr. Metin And's daughter, Esra And. The
article reveals the content of the meeting and various aspects of Metin And's life and work.

While adhering to universal principles and rules for scholarly articles, TFA aims to be a platform for
diverse approaches and experiments. Mehmet Aycr’s article titled "Some Things Make Me Ill: At the
Grave of Sedat Veyis Ornek," serves as the first example of this decision. On the other hand, in this
issue, under the title New Approaches, we are opening a new section based on free interpretations and
creations outside the scientific article format. We are publishing the first example that we think will be
an model of this section, which will generally include short, individual thoughts and creations, under
